#9. In what way(s) did Paul see himself as an example to other
people? How did this help Paul cope with his past sins? (1 Tim

1:15-16)

#10. What did Paul mean when he said, “By the grace of God | am
what | am.” (1 Cor 15:9-10)

#11. What is your takeaway from this teaching?
