
HE’S COMING BACK – PART VIII 
“The Day of the Lord” 
1 Thessalonians 5:1-11 

 
There have been many significant days throughout world history.  
However, they all pale in comparison to the “Day of the Lord.”  This 
day will witness the most amazing event ever:  The coming of Christ 
to destroy wickedness on the earth and establish his kingdom.  The 
Day of the Lord will bring this age to conclusion and begin a new 
age that will be glorious and welcomed by God’s people 

 
 
#1. WHAT IS THE DAY OF THE LORD?   
The Day of the LORD refers to the time when God brings this age 
to an end by:  1) punishing all the God mockers, Christ rejecters 
and evil doers.  2) Jesus will establish his millennial Kingdom, bring 
peace, prosperity and righteousness. Mal 4:1-2 

 
A. There have been many “days of the Lord” foreshadowing 

the ultimate day of the Lord: Joel, Malachi, Zephaniah, etc. 
1. There have been “days of the Lord” enacted on Israel 

calling them to repentance.  Joel 1:15 
2. The fall of Jerusalem 587 B.C. Lam 2:21 
3. The wrong expectations of the “Day”, Amos 5:18 

B. The ultimate “Day of the Lord” is the coming of Christ,  
Rev 19:11-21 

 
#2.  WHEN WILL THE DAY OF THE LORD ARRIVE?, vv. 1-3 

A. The “day” comes like a thief in the night, v. 1 
B. The “day” of Jesus’ coming is unknowable, v. 2 
C. The apostle Paul knew the teaching of Jesus, v.  
D. There will be the illusion of “peace & safety”, v. 3 
E. The “day” will come suddenly & unexpectedly, v. 3  
F. The “day” comes like labor pains, v. 3 
G. There is no escape, v. 3 

 

#3. THE TIMING OF THE RAPTURE IN RELATION TO THE  
      TRIBULATION PERIOD 

A. The tribulation period is 7 years of God’s judgments on the 
earth, Dan 9:27 

B. The pre-tribulation rapture, 1 Thess 4:13f 
C. The mid-tribulation rapture, Dan 9:27 
D. The post-tribulation rapture, Mat 24-25 

 
#4. BELIEVERS MUST LIVE LIKE CHILDREN OF LIGHT / DAY,  
       vv. 4-8 

A. The Kingdom of Jesus, Col 1:12 
B. The Day doesn’t surprise believers like a thief, v. 5 
C. The believers must be spiritually awake & sober, v. 6,  

1 Pet 4:7 
D. The believers put on faith & love as a breastplate, v. 8 
E. The believers put on the hope of salvation as a helmet, v. 8 

 
#5. NONBELIEVERS ARE LIVING LIKE CHILDREN OF DARKNESS / 
      NIGHT, vv. 4-8 

A. Spiritually under Satan’s domain, Col 1:13 
B. Spiritually apathetic, v. 6 
C. Spiritually indifferent, v. 7 
D. Spiritually drunk – self-indulgent living, v. 7 

 
#6. BELIEVERS WELCOME THE DAY OF THE LORD BECAUSE OUR 
       SALVATION IS COMPLETE, vv. 9-11 

A. Believers don’t fear the day of the Lord, 1:10 
B. Believers living or death live with Jesus, v. 10 
C. Believers must encourage each other with this, v. 11 
D. Believers must build each other up, v. 11
